4 Oct 2020 (Sun)
Isaiah 40: 31 but those who hope in the LORD will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles; they will run and not grow weary, they will walk and not be faint.
· Pray for God to touch your pastors and leaders, that as they search their souls and discover their wounds this week, they will be humble and transparent enough to bring all their setbacks and rejection before Jesus, and to seek for healing and deliverance from any of their scars and pains.

· Pray that God will use whatever pains and wounds your pastors and leaders went through or still suffer in these years or in the past, and turn them into strengths and sources of healing for those they minister to.

5 Oct 2020 (Mon)
2 Corinthians 12:9-10 But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore I will boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may rest upon me. For the sake of Christ, then, I am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and calamities. For when I am weak, then I am strong.
· Pray that your pastors and leaders will not be shameful and embarrassed to share their struggles and failures as a means for them to witness Christ’s resurrection power when they put their trust in God and overcome it with His empowerment and with the loving support of those they trust. 

· Pray against any false sense of ego, pretension and security over your pastors and leaders, that they will learn to be vulnerable before the Lord in their weaknesses, so that whatever the devil has stolen from them shall be restored to them in full measure, even more than what they could ask and imagine.

6 Oct 2020 (Tue)
1 Corinthians 12:23-24 and the parts that we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are unpresentable are treated with special modesty, while our presentable parts need no special treatment. But God has put the body together, giving greater honor to the parts that lacked it,
· Pray for your pastors and leaders to help create an environment of warmth and trust in the Church, so that the body of Christ will be a place where the weak can be strengthened, and the less honorable can be treated with special honor, and the parts that are unpresentable are treated with special modesty.   

· Pray for your pastors and leaders that they will be sensitive to the needs of the congregation, to individuals who are in trouble and need, and pray that they will have the wisdom of God to guide their people overcome their challenges and grow in spirituality. 

7 Oct 2020 (Wed)
Ephesians 4:32 Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you.
· Pray that your pastors and leaders will be able to forgive those who have offended them, disappointed them, hurt them and agonized them in one way or another. Pray for reconciliation to take place in their families, friendships, work places or ministries.

· Pray that your congregation will be able to accept your pastors and leaders with love, and vice versa, that they will be mutual support towards one another in this journey of faith. Pray and ask God for forgiveness if any grievances or grudges have been harbored in the Church.
 
8 Oct 2020 (Thur)
Romans 12:3 For by the grace given me I say to every one of you: Do not think of yourself more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with the faith God has distributed to each of you.
· Pray that your pastors and leaders will have loving and realistic expectations towards their sheep and vice versa. Pray against any distortion in values, principles, perceptions, etc., that are yet to be fully renewed and restored in the truth of God. 

· Pray for your pastors and leaders to have self-worth strongly anchored in the Word of God and they shall be confident of who they are, whether they are considered by others or even themselves as successful or failing, thriving or struggling in ministry. Pray also for their families be constantly fed with the Word of God via their family prayer altars and that they will really know God.


9 Oct 2020 (Fri)
Ephesians 4:25 Therefore, having put away falsehood, let each one of you speak the truth with his neighbor, for we are members one of another.
· Pray for a spirit of truthfulness in your pastors and leaders, the courage to speak the truth and to exercise discipline and sound judgment in all circumstances, so that they will not succumb to pressures and try to please men rather than God. Pray also that their children’s lifestyle will be nurtured to love God and not be enticed by the influence from their friends in school.
· Pray for your pastors and leaders to come out from the lies of falsehood, that they will   try to present themselves always as strong and seek to be perfect in the eyes of their members. Pray that they will be able to acknowledge their need of help in times of crisis and God will send them the right helpers to minister to them.

10 Oct 2020 (Sat)
2 Timothy 2:15 Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a worker who has no need to be ashamed, rightly handling the word of truth.
· Pray for your pastors and leaders to do their best and have a spirit of excellence in carrying out every assignment God has entrusted to them. Pray that they will handle the Word of truth carefully and rightly, and to be used by God as vessels to reflect and convey the very heartbeat, character, and mind of God.

· Pray for the shield of protection over your pastors and leaders, that they will live in accordance to the truths that they proclaim, and their conduct and decisions will be Christ-centred, and pleasing to God, especially in times of high pressure demands. Pray also for their integrity such that they will be able to discern the enemy’s scheme of destroying parental relationships.
